Students’ Notice of School Picnic Day

Gathering and preparation

Students must be on time and must take part in all activities.

No hair gel, nail polish, perfume or putting on any cosmetics are allowed.

Improper clothing is not allowed (students who do so have to remain in school to do revision).
Students must carry their identity card and arrive on time (before 8:45 a.m.) at the classroom.
Students should bring along enough food, drinking water, a cap, medicine and so on (but not
advisable to bring too much cash). Students must take good care of their belongings.

Students in the same team should share evenly the things they need to bring.

7. Smoking is strictly prohibited and neither should students meddle with lighters or matches for
barbecues.

No cycling and water activities including rowing or swimming are allowed.

BBQ and hotpot activities are prohibited at all the campsites.
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Riding on a coach
1. When getting on a coach

a. Students must have eaten their breakfast beforehand and they shouldn’t eat too much.

b. Students who easily get seasick should bring along their own medicine and plastic bags, and
inform their teachers beforehand in order that front seats can be arranged for them (the ride
takes about 60-90 minutes).

c. Students must follow the teachers’ instructions while boarding.

d. Students getting on first should sit at the rear to avoid causing inconvenience.

2. On the way

a. No shouting, no pushing of one another, no standing up without reason, no running around to
avoid disturbing the bus driver.

b. No parts of the body out of the windows or doors of the bus and no meddling of the emergency
door.

c. When getting off, students at the front get off first and bring along all their belongings.

3. Dismissal of students
a. Dismissal of students must take place at school campus (not applicable to S.6).

Upon arriving at the picnic site

1. Students should conduct their activities at designated locations as instructed and write down the
gathering time for departure.

2. Students must not go beyond their designated locations, near any roads, steep slopes or seashore.

3. Students must follow the country codes or rules of the campsite or the theme park, keep clean, be
polite as always, and always follow the teachers’ instructions.

4. When encountering any accidents, students should inform teachers right away.

5. Students must never contact any strangers so as not to cause nuisances.

6. Students are not allowed to light a fire at the campsite.

7. Students must actively participate in all collective activities such as group games.

8. Safety comes first, and students must not get over-excited when joining any activities.

Packing up

1. Students must follow the teachers’ instructions for departure.

2. Students should allow enough time to clean up before leaving.

3. Students must make sure they have all their belongings with them upon departure.

Disease Prevention Measures
1. According to the latest government regulations "Prevention and Control of Diseases (Regulations
and Instructions) (Business and Premises) Regulations” (Chapter 599F), "Leave Home Safe" is
required to enter the camp.
2. Three types of people can fill in the designated form instead. Campers, including who are aged 15
or below, can print out the form by themselves, and hand it to the camp staff when they enter the
camp.
